STANDARD DEMOLITION REQUIREMENTS
AND CONDITIONS

     Building/s to be Demolished:








1. The contractor must take all necessary precautions before and during demolition works strictly in accordance with AS 2601 ‘Demolition of Structures’.
2. Prior to works commencing the demolition contractor shall carry out an investigation of the building and site and advise this office of any matters relating to hazardous materials, interference of services or other matters which may influence the proposed demolition procedures.
3. The site shall be fully fenced off at the allotment boundaries to prevent unauthorized and unobstructed public access to the addressed allotment.
4. All electrical cables and the like shall be disconnected prior to the commencement of demolition works.
5. Unless otherwise approved, demolition works shall commence at the roof and be executed storey by storey working downwards.
6. The demolition works shall not commence until precautionary measures, if required, have been inspected and approved by the relevant building surveyor (i.e. this office).
7. When the demolition site adjoins a street or public walkway a 2.4m high solid hoarding shall be erected on the street boundary.
8. Notices displaying ‘Danger Demolition Works In Progress’ or similar are to be fixed to the hoarding.
9. No wall, chimney or other similar structure shall be left unsupported in such a dangerous condition it may collapse due to wind or vibrations.
10. Protective outriggers shall be installed where necessary to guard against danger to life or property.

11. All asbestos on site shall be removed by an accredited asbestos removalist registered with the Occupation Health and Safety Authorities.
12. Dust creating material, unless thoroughly dampened shall not be thrown or dropped from the building but shall be lowered by hoisting apparatus.
13. No part of an external wall within 3m of a street alignment shall be pulled down except during such hours as the building surveyor may direct.
14. The Building Permit for demolition must be displayed on site at all times.
15. Buildings located close to allotment boundaries are to be reduced by hand. The demolisher must not carry out any works on, over or in the air space of an adjoining property without the prior approval from this office.
16. Upon completion of the work notification shall be given to the relevant building surveyor for a final inspection.
17. All demolished materials shall be removed from the site.
